Revenue Agency guidelines. The best
practice for charitable organizations’
administrative costs can range between 25
to 45%, with the charity netting the
remainder of dollars raised. If we compare
our performance at St. Augustine’s, we
spent approximately 10% of our total
donations/pledges on administration costs
in 2009.

5. What are the Campaign’s
financial accountability practices?

We have accountability controls in place
and we want to keep the community better
informed about them. Our Faith and
Foundation Steering Committee is
accountable to the Parish through its
Pastor, the Parish Finance Committee and
the Parish Pastoral Council. We report on
all of our activities, including financial
matters.

We also have a number of checks and
balances in our donation management
system between the Campaign, the Parish
and the Archdiocese with donations
receipted and accounted for according to
Canada Revenue Agency guidelines.
Finally, we are very conscious about the
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fact that we are handling sensitive donor
information. This information is held in
strict confidence with access limited to the
very few people required to manage this
work. In addition to being bound by
privacy requirements of the Archdiocese,
each person on the Campaign team with
access to donor information has signed a
confidentiality agreement.

MAINTAINING ACCURACY

As part of the Campaign efforts to ensure
financial accuracy, a major review of all
pledges to the Faith and Foundation
Campaign has been completed. Over the
years, the Campaign has been asked to
place a very small number (about 2%)
of donor pledge commitments on hold
for reasons of financial hardship and
relocation. In some cases, our donors
have passed away.

We have now taken the additional step
of identifying pledges that will not be
collected, totaling $286,962. After more
than eight years of fundraising, this
represents less than 10% of funds
raised/pledged. We understand that
personal circumstances can change
dramatically and are grateful to all
individuals for the funds they were able
to contribute towards the construction
of a new school.

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A Word from Father Cook, OMI

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

The Dr. Seuss story, ‘Horton Hatches the
Egg, offers an important lesson for our
community. The well-known story about
an elephant named Horton begins with a
lazy bird named Mayzie sitting on her
egg in a tree and complaining about the
boring nature of the job.

Feasibility study to be completed by early fall

The feasibility study examining whether building the new school in two stages fits with
St. Augustine’s needs and the city of Vancouver's requirements will be completed by

early fall.

The study undertaken by Acton Ostry will determine how much “we can build” given the
cost and city regulations, said building committee chair Vic Vela.

The feasibility process involves discussions with the city of Vancouver and a series of
meetings with the Building Committee, Fr. Cook and Catherine Oberndorf focusing on
a few initial key issues such as traffic, planning, site/building layout and community
engagement during the building process. The study will include how the St. Augustine’s
community could potentially operate two buildings on the site during the construction

and transition process.

“Phasing is practical. It makes sense and we believe is doable,” said Vela. The feasibility
study will eventually help inform the Parish’s submission to the Diocese for subsequent

approvals.
